Reading—We did the letter Dd this week.  We continue to work on reading CVC words.  We’ve been working on vowel sounds; long and short.  We are also working on changing one letter to make a new word.  We continue to work on predicting or making inferences when we read. 


Math— We worked on addition with larger numbers.  The students are good at using math strategies; using a drawing, their fingers, a number line, etc.  We are practicing our addition facts; finding all of the partners for the numbers 3 – 9.  We also worked on solid shapes and ways to make 10.  


Writing—We will begin a unit on explanatory text or ‘how to’ writing next week.  Students will learn how to explain in steps how to accomplish a task.


 Science-Our plants are really growing fast. We drew in our journals our final observations.  We also talked about the evidence of air in water and considered ways we can help take care of our Earth.  Our next Science unit is called Is It Living?
