Reading---This week we worked on sequencing events and noticing the important text information.  The text we used were various stories about reindeer; Olive the Other Reindeer, The Wild Christmas Reindeer and Rudolph Shines Again.  We compared the adventures of the characters and listed the main idea with details.  We also read some informational texts about reindeer and compared horns to antlers.  We did the letter Tt this week.  We practiced listening for initial and ending sounds in words and practiced making rhymes.
